"The days are surely coming, says the Lord, when I will fulfill the promise I made to the 
house of Israel and the house of Judah.  In those days and at that time, I will cause a 

righteous Branch to spring up for David; and he shall execute justice and righteousness 
in the land.  In those days Judah will be saved and Jerusalem will live in safety."  

– Jeremiah 33:14-16

This banner depicts the family tree that ultimately produces the righteous Branch, Jesus.  
The tree springs forth from the Davidic line, a line of earthly royalty.  This Branch, 
however, will bring about the salvation of the Jewish nation and will rule with justice and 
righteousness throughout the land.
	
It is no wonder that the Jews expected a king with the prophecy of a royal Branch.  The 
rule, however, would be with justice and righteousness as opposed to strength and power.

In Advent we expectantly wait for the One who has already come. We anticipate the 
promised justice of God’s new world, yet we praise God who raised the “righteous 
branch” to rule with justice and righteousness. We hope for the restoration of the 
afflicted, the tormented, and the grieving, yet we delight that healing has come in Christ. 
We long for the beating of swords into plowshares, yet we rejoice that the Prince of Peace 
has appeared. We yearn for the barren deserts of our inner cities to flourish, yet we laud 
the desert Rose that has bloomed. We dream of the land where lions and lambs live in 
harmony, yet we acclaim the child born to lead us into the promised land. 

The color blue is used during the season of Advent. The Advent paraments and wall 
hangings were created by Beth Taylor, fiber artist.

WAYS TO PRAC TICE HE ARING HOPE AT HOME
 In Hebrew the word for hope and rope are the same word—

tikvah. The image of a rope keeps us connected and holding on 
to the hope we find in God. We hear hope in the stories of God’s 
actions with God’s people and the hope it then gives others.

 Read some stories about God’s promises in a Bible storybook. 
Check out the stories of Abraham and Sarah, Joseph, Moses 
and Miriam, and the many other brave women and men in 
Growing in God’s Love: A Story Bible (Flyaway Books, 2018). 

 Watch the YouTube video “Promises Worship Video” (bit.ly 
/FMPromisesDance, 2:52). Dance and sing along to the hope 
you hear!

 A question that may be asked at the end of the day or week 
is, “Where have you seen God today (or this week)?” Instead 
of seeing, talk together about where you have heard hope 
today (or this week). Have you heard hope in the stories that 
friends tell you? Have you heard hope in the news of your 
neighborhood or city, our country, or the world? How can you 
be someone who helps others hear hope?

 Listen to music you like. Where do you hear hope in the tune 
or the words? Listen to music you don’t usually listen to and 
ask yourselves the same question. Wonder together how we 
can hear the hope others hear in the music they like.

God of hope, open our ears to your words of hope, spoken 
through Scripture, heard on the voices of others, and 
sometimes in places we don’t expect.
